Allow me to share a story of another pastor who is from
a small struggling church, but is also involved in Harvest
Unlimited. The pastor, Durwood, was excited from the
moment he received the letter and brochure from Harvest
Unlimited, and he wanted to see Harvest implemented at
his church. They were a small church (well under 100)
and !'nances were tight. He knew it would not be an easy
proposition and it would be work that would take some or
many out of their comfort zones, but he knew they needed
to do something. In their calling they spoke with under 900
people into an area that was one of the highest un-churched

populations areas — 62% un-churched households. God
honored their hearts and commitment. 56 un-churched
families said, “Yes"™ to the invitation — 10%. Another

25%, or 136 more un-churched families said they were
“Interested.” Remember, there is normally seen 30% of
the prayer requests coming from the “un-churched,” but
they experienced a much higher response with 36% or 135
un-churched asking for prayer with another 238 “churched”
asking for prayer. A total of 373, or 42% of all calls, asked
for prayer and pray they did" The forecast for their Harvest
Sunday was 13 families / 33 people and that’s pretty close
to the number attending. That's signilcant to a church that
has been struggling with growth. Here is one of his stories.

July 13, 2010

Let me share a story about one couple who joined our
church on Harvest Sunday. Some weeks before our
Harvest campaign, my associate pastor took his mother,
who had cancer, for radiation treatment at a clinic. He
and his mother met a couple who were there because the

the following months many of our members and | grew
very close to them.

Then a couple of months ago, Roy’s health began to
deteriorate rapidly. | received a phone call from Roy
one evening and he asked me to speak at his funeral
service if something happened to him. About a week
later, our men’s prayer group, (which also sprang from
the Harvest prayer team) and meets every Monday
night went over to Roy’s home and anointed him with
oil and prayed for him. He and his wife were at peace
with whatever God’s will be done. Roy and his wife
expressed with tears how much our church had meant
to them and how much they were blessed. Our men
expressed their heartfelt love for them as well and how
much they meant to our church family.

On Friday, June 25th, a couple of hours after | left his
bedside, Roy went to be with the Lord. | was able to
speak with him and tell him that | loved him and he
told me how he loved me and the church. His visitation
and funeral were held in his hometown about 70
miles away on a Sunday evening. We cancelled the
evening service and about 20 of our folks went for the
visitation. His family was deeply impressed by the love
shown. His wife told me one of the things he said to
her before his death, he saftGeorgea, now, when

I’'m gone, don’t you stop going to our church...
they’ll love you, they’ll be there for you.” He also
said previously, “I'm glad other people didn't drop
out of church like 1 did, or there wouldn’t be a church
left to go to.” Since Roy’s death, his wife has been
faithful and has joined a Sunday School class she loves.
